Scholarships for the 6th Annual ISSDP Conference
The ISSDP is offering scholarships to help doctoral students and scholars from developing countries to attend the next ISSDP conference in Canterbury, 30-31 May 2012.
To apply for either the scholarship for doctoral students or the scholarship for developing country scholars, please check the relevant box or boxes in the abstract submission proces at https://issdp.conference-services.net/directory.asp by 1st December 2011.
Details of the scholarships are given below.

Scholarship for doctoral students
A scholarship will be offered to a maximum of three postgraduate students. It will be provided in the form of a competition. 

First prize – up to €1,100

Second prize – up to €650

Third prize – up to €350

The prizes will be paid by ISSDP to scholars to reimburse them for the costs of travel and hotels (as directly related to the Canterbury conference) of each scholar. If their costs are lower than this, the monies will be either transferred to pay costs of other scholars, or contributed to the general conference budget.

The registration fee for the conference will be waived for the selected scholars.

Eligibility
In order to be eligible, applicants for scholarship will have to be:

· Engaged as postgraduate students (full or part-time) at a University (no geographic restriction).

· Carrying out research on some aspect of drug policy.

· Not a previous winner of a scholarship to an ISSDP conference.

· Willing and able to present a paper at the Canterbury conference in English.

Selection
The conference committee will be responsible for choosing the scholars. They will decide:

a. Which abstracts submitted by postgraduate students are suitable for presentation at the Canterbury conference, and:

b. If there are more than three suitable abstracts, which three are of the highest quality (originality, methodology, relevance to existing theoretical problems)

Scholarships will be awarded to the three applicants who submit the highest quality abstracts. The conference committee may decide there are fewer than three suitable abstracts, in which case fewer than three scholarships will be offered. The committee will have discretion to consider the likely costs of attendance for each scholar when deciding the ranking of the top three.

Scholars will be invited (but not required) to submit their papers for consideration for publication in any journal special issue that is to follow the Canterbury conference.

Scholarship for scholars from developing countries
A scholarship will also be offered to a maximum of three scholars from developing countries (see the list in Annex B). It will be provided in the form of a competition. 

First prize - up to €1,100

Second prize – up to €650

Third prize – up to €350

The prizes will be paid by ISSDP to scholars to reimburse them for the costs of travel and hotels (as directly related to the Canterbury conference) of each scholar. If their costs are lower than this, the monies will be either transferred to pay costs of other scholars, or contributed to the general conference budget.

The registration fee for the conference will be waived for the selected scholars.

Eligibility

· Citizen of a developing country (see Annex B below) and working in a developing country.

· Carrying out research on some aspect of drug policy.

· Willing and able to present a paper at the Canterbury conference in English.

Selection

c. Which abstracts submitted by developing country scholars are suitable for presentation at the Canterbury conference, and:

d. If there are more than three suitable abstracts, which three are of the highest quality (originality, methodology, relevance to existing theoretical problems). 

Scholarships will be awarded to the three applicants who submit the highest quality abstracts. The conference committee may decide there are fewer than three suitable abstracts, in which case fewer than three scholarships will be offered. The committee will have discretion to consider the likely costs of attendance for each scholar when deciding the ranking of the top three.

Scholars will be invited (but not required) to submit their papers for consideration for publication in any journal special issue that is to follow the Canterbury conference.
